Good morning,

It probably goes without saying, but for a 
house to show well, it needs to be clean—
especially the kitchen. It’s funny that a lot 
of people think a kitchen will show better 
if it’s equipped with high-end appliances 
and they fear without them the space 
will look outdated. Believe it or not, just 
making sure your appliances shine
—regardless of their age—will go a long 
way in the eyes of a buyer. The same goes
for the bathroom.
